No Competitive Bidding:  Competitive bidding on public projects is not required in a charter city. Contracts can easily be awarded to friends, allies and campaign donors with no checks and balances. ABC has already donated $5000 to pass this charter. Don’t you figure they want something in return?

Paper says NO WAY- TWICE:  The North County Times urged a “NO” vote on the Charter. In fact they said it twice- on February 21 and on April 4th! “The public did not participate in any piece of the charter-shaping process.” A charter changes everything about the way a city operates.
